Every Tuesday and Friday
Cut tree branches no longer than 10 cm in diameter and 60 cm in lengs, and
tie them tightly. Write your name and the area name on a paper and stick it on
the bundled branches.

Please write "Tochigi-shi shoyu" on top of the stack of paper waste.
Small paper items that cannot be tied up in a criss-cross fashion should be put
into a paper bag and bundle or staple it.

Remove the caps and lids and dispose of them as "Non-Burnable gargage".

Non-burnable garbage, spray cans, Harmful waste (dry batteries, thermometer,
lighters) and Harmful waste (fluorescent tubes or lamps) should be put in a
separate bag.

Put the can(s) in a transparent bag.
